24. The Passover

Exodus 11 - 12 (NKJV)

"1%So Moses and Aaron went in to Pharaoh, and they did so, just as the Lord
commanded. And Aaron cast down his rod before Pharaoh and before his servants,
and it became a serpent. ''But Pharaoh also called the wise men and the
[b]sorcerers; so the magicians of Egypt, they also did in like manner with their
[c]enchantments. '*For every man threw down his rod, and they became serpents.
But Aaron’s rod swallowed up their rods. '"*And Pharaoh’s heart grew hard, and he
did not heed them, as the Lord had said.

(Nine plagues/Pharaoh’s heart processed unto hardening against the LORD)

""'And the Lord said to Moses, “I will bring one more plague on Pharaoh and on
Egypt. Afterward he will let you go from here. When he lets you go, he will surely
drive you out of here altogether. Speak now in the hearing of the people, and let
every man ask from his neighbor and every woman from her neighbor, articles of
silver and articles of gold.” ?And the Lord gave the people favor in the sight of the
Egyptians. Moreover the man Moses was very great in the land of Egypt, in the sight
of Pharaoh’s servants and in the sight of the people. . .. '°So Moses and Aaron did
all these wonders before Pharaoh; and the Lord hardened Pharaoh’s heart, and he
did not let the children of Israel go out of his land.

"*'Now the Lord spoke to Moses and Aaron in the land of Egypt, saying, *“This
month shall be your beginning of months; it shall be the first month of the year to
you. *Speak to all the congregation of Israel, saying: ‘On the tenth of this month
every man shall take for himself a lamb, according to the house of his father, a
lamb for a household. . . ."And they shall take some of the blood and put it on the
two doorposts and on the lintel of the houses where they eat it. *Then they shall eat
the flesh on that night . . . ''And thus you shall eat it: with a belt on your waist, your
sandals on your feet, and your staff in your hand. So you shall eat it in haste. It is the
Lord’s Passover.

"*For [ will pass through the land of Egypt on that night, and will strike all the
firstborn in the land of Egypt, both man and beast; and against all the gods of Egypt
I will execute judgment: I am the Lord. *Now the blood shall be a sign for you on
the houses where you are. And when I see the blood, I will pass over you; and the
plague shall not be on you to destroy you when I strike the land of Egypt.

'S0 this day shall be to you a memorial; and you shall keep it as a feast to the
Lord throughout your generations. You shall keep it as a feast by an everlasting
ordinance.”

And the Israelites did just as the LORD commanded them.
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Miracles vs. tricks (see also Deut. 13.1-5; Matthew
24.24-25).
